We propose to replace the courses PHYS 220V Introduction to Electronics | and PHYS 320V Introduction to Electronics 11 by
a new course PHYS 3213 Electronics in Experimental Physics. The contents of the old courses have become dated due to rapid
advances in this field, and a new course is warrented to update the course contents. The old courses were based on Radio
Shack textbooks from the 1970's, so are now archaic. This change will affect the BA Physics program course requirements as
well as the BS Physics program requirements for some concentrations.

In addition to the university/state core requirements (see page 39) and the Fulbright College of Arts and Sciences Graduation
Requirements (see page 126 under College Academic Regulations and Degree Completion Program Policy), the following
course requirements must be met.




The student must present 24 semester hours in physics or astronomy, including PHYS 2013/2011L, PHYS 2033/2031L, PHYS
3603/3601L, PHYS 4991, and 11 semester hours chosen from any physics or astronomy courses at the 3000 level or above.
The student must also present MATH 1284C (or MATH 1203 and MATH 1213) and MATH 2554 (or MATH 2043) as well as
two additional courses at the 2000 level or above in mathematics or statistics. An additional 9 semester hours at the 3000 level
or above must be taken from a single special emphasis area chosen with the adviser’s approval. The special emphasis area may
be chosen in any single degree-granting department at the University of Arkansas.

For B.A. students seeking teacher licensure, the special emphasis area may involve

courses from more than one degree-granting department at the University of Arkansas

with the approval of their adviser.
