We hold regular seminars, but do not currently offer credit
because this course is only for 1 credit and 1 credit courses do
not fit conveniently in a student’s MS program. We are
considering changing the course to 3 credits so we can return it
to our program rotation. With revision, we plan to re-insert this
course into our rotation.

The AGED 550V course is currently offered to our students as a similar
course through the AgIDEA consortium from the University of Missouri.
Our course is older but we stopped offering it and began using the
Missouri course shortly after our instructor became department head,
was told by admin to reduce his teaching load, and we joined the AgIDEA
network.
