Prerequisites to Athle�c Training Degree Program: For acceptance to the Master of Athle�c Training degreeprogram, in addi�on to the general requirements for admission to the Graduate School, an undergraduatedegree in kinesiology or in a related field and the following admission standards: an overall undergraduateGPA of 3.00 or if the overall undergraduate GPA is between 2.70 and 2.99, the student must have a 3.00 GPAon the last 60 hours of undergraduate course work (excluding student teaching), or a GRE score of 1000 onthe verbal and quan�ta�ve parts of the general test.Requirements for the Master of Athle�c Training Degree:Candidates for the Master of Athle�c Training degree must complete 53 semester hours of graduate workand an independent research project or thesis. A graduate GPA of 3.0 or be�er is required for gradua�on. Inaddi�on, all degree candidates must successfully complete the required athle�c training competencies andproficiencies as mandated by the accredi�ng body.The Master of Athle�c Training:The student is offered the opportunity to interact with high quality researchers/teachers in the field ofexercise science throughout the two and half years of course work, clinical rota�ons, and the research thesis,project or case study. Employment opportuni�es for graduates include serving as health care professionalsfor sports medicine clinics and hospitals. Other employment opportuni�es include professional teams as wellas university, college, and secondary school athle�c teams. This athle�c training program is a pre-cer�fica�onprogram in athle�c training and is not intended for students who are already eligible to sit for the BOCexamina�on. This is a full-�me graduate program that begins in July each year, and requires considerableclinical experience as part of the requirements for gradua�on. The technical standards set forth by the Athle�c Training Educa�onal Program establishthe essen�al quali�es considered necessary for students admi�ed to this program to achieve the knowledge,skills, and competencies of an entry-level athle�c trainer, as well as meet the expecta�ons of the program’saccredi�ng agency (Commission on Accredita�on for Athle�c Training Educa�on (CAATE). Applicants whomay not meet these technical standards are encouraged to contact the Program Director of Athle�c TrainingEduca�on, 303 HPER Building, University of Arkansas. The following are the technical standards:Candidates must be able to ac�vely learn from observa�ons, demonstra�ons, and experiments in the basicsciences.Candidates must be able to learn to analyze, synthesize, solve problems, and reach assessment andtherapeu�c judgments dis�nguished from the norm.Candidates must have sufficient sensory func�on and coordina�on to perform appropriate physicalexamina�ons using acceptable techniques.Candidates must be able to relate effec�vely to athletes and the physically ac�ve and to establish sensi�ve,
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professional rela�onships with them.Candidates are expected to be able to communicate the results of the assessment to the injured or illexerciser, to responsible officials, to parents or guardians, and to colleagues with accuracy, clarity, andefficiency.Candidates are expected to learn and perform rou�ne preven�on, assessment, emergency care, andtherapeu�c procedures.Candidates are expected to be able to display good judgment in the assessment and treatment of injured orill athletes and physically ac�ve individuals.Candidates must be able to learn to respond with precise, quick, and appropriate ac�on in emergencysitua�ons.Candidates are expected to be able to accept cri�cism and respond by appropriate modifica�on of behavior.Candidates are expected to possess the perseverance, diligence, and consistency to complete the athle�ctraining degree curriculum as outlined and sequenced, to a�empt BOC cer�fica�on within the year ofprogram comple�on, and to enter the prac�ce of athle�c training.Prospec�ve students are required to consult the athle�c training website for informa�on concerningapplica�on procedures and specific policies and procedures of the athle�c training educa�on program.Following the deadline for applica�on acceptance, the athle�c training selec�on commi�ee, which iscomprised of the two athle�c training faculty and the HHPR graduate coordinator, will evaluate and rate eachapplicant. This ra�ng is determined by a 5 point Likert scale and wri�en verbal comments in the areas of GPA,work experience, le�ers of recommenda�on, and wri�ng ability (essay requirement).
