Since all the courses will remain active, students will be able to make a smooth transition from working toward a Bachelor of Arts with two concentrations to either a Bachelor of Arts in Studio Art or a Bachelor of Arts in Art History. The department will allow current students to choose whether to complete the current curriculum or change to the reconfigured program. Advisors and faculty will help students make the best choice and work with the college dean’s office to adjust their records accordingly. Students will have until spring 2021 to complete the current curriculum. Any student remaining in the current program will be changed to one of the two majors.

	Dear Student:

 	In the fall, 2018 semester, the Department of Art is changing its degree programs from
	concentrations in Studio Art or Art History to stand alone majors. This means that 
instead of receiving a degree that reads: Bachelor of Arts in Art (with a concentration in Studio Art) or Bachelor of Arts in Art (with a concentration in Art History), you will receive a degree that reads: Bachelor of Arts in Studio Art or Bachelor of Arts in Art History. 

When this change takes place, current students may choose to complete the current curriculum or change to the reconfigured program. There are no changes in the curriculum, so there will be no changes in your graduation requirements. Advisors and faculty will help you to make the best choice and we will work with the college dean’s office to adjust your records accordingly. 

Students will have until the spring 2021 semester to complete the current curriculum if you wish. Any student remaining in the current program after that date will be changed to one of the two majors.
