	A change in the Bachelor of Arts in Art degree program is being proposed through this 	reconfiguration request. The current curriculum includes a major in Art with 	concentrations in Studio Art and Art History. In recent years, the curriculum in each 	concentration has been extensively modified to bring them up to date with contemporary 	needs as well as peer institution precedent. Very little overlap remains in core courses 	between Studio Art and Art History and faculty agree that each concentration should 	become a stand-alone major within the Bachelor of Arts degree program. 

The proximity and close cooperative relationship the Art Department has with the world renown Crystal Bridges Museum of American Art, as well as a recently approved name change for the department to become the School of Art, makes the separation of the Art History and Studio Art programs into stand-alone majors more in line with our specific needs and peer institution norms. The addition of faculty in the Art History area, as well as significant increases in the number of students majoring in and graduating with the concentration of Art History, create a climate that requires a stand-alone major in the area as opposed to a concentration within a more generalized major.

There are no curricular changes being proposed with this request. The only change would be the designation on the student’s degree from a Bachelor of Arts in Art with concentrations in Art History or Studio Art to stand-alone degree programs: the Bachelor of Arts in Studio Art and a Bachelor of Arts in Art History. Both the current and proposed BA curriculum are represented with two 8 semester plans that describe the curriculum for each degree program and are provided as Appendices II & III.

The current operational budget for the Department of Art is not divided by degree program (BA, BFA, MFA) and is approximately $300,000, excluding instructional salaries. Appendix I

Employer needs:

The Bachelor of Arts with a concentration in Studio Art degree was established in 1929 and the Bachelor of Arts with a concentration in Art History, 1976. Options for employment vary greatly within each area. Many graduates use the BA degree as a means of entering graduate schools to achieve the Master of Arts or PhD in Art History or the Master of Fine Arts in Studio Art. Others measure success through acceptance into exhibitions, workshops and residencies, curatorial projects, publications, grants and fellowships or use the knowledge they have acquired to start their own businesses and careers as artists and art historians The U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics lists over 200 different employers in the state of Arkansas who request or require the BA in Studio Art or Art History as pre-requisites for employment. 

Examples of employment/success by former students who have graduated with the BA degree over the last five years are listed below. Because of the extreme diversity of employment, it is not possible to give exact figures for salaries. The U.S. Bureau of Labor statistics* estimates that students with degrees in Art and Art History earn an average of $45,000 in the workforce depending on specific occupation. About half of that work force is self employed.
