Program Requirements and Descrip�onRequirementsAreas of Study: Advanced journalism studies are supplemented with six hours of graduate-levelrequirements in a second academic discipline.  The The purposes of the Journalism M.A. program are torefine the conceptual knowledge and skills of graduate journalism students through advanced wri)ng,produc)on and/or theory and methods courses, to offer comprehensive, media-related courses; and toprovide exper)se in an addi)onal academic discipline.   Advanced journalism studies may be supplementedwith up to six hours of graduate-level courses in academic disciplines other than journalism.Prerequisites to Degree Program: Students must have appropriate professional experience and/or anundergraduate degree in the journalism field that is approved by the graduate coordinator or the Journalism
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Graduate Faculty Commi�ee as prepara)on for graduate study. A student must have a minimumundergraduate grade-point average of 3.00 and should earn a minimum score of 300 on the verbal andquan)ta)ve parts of the Graduate Record Examina)ons (including a minimum score of 151 on the verbalpart), and a minimum score of 4.5 on the analy)cal wri)ng sec)on.Requirements for the Master of Arts Degree: In addi)on to the requirements of the Graduate School, theMaster of Arts degree in Journalism requires a minimum of 30 semester hours with a cumula)ve grade-pointaverage of 3.00. Students must complete:18 hours of graduate credit in journalism; all students must take JOUR 5023 Journalism Theory  andJOUR 5043 Research Methods in Journalism.The remaining 6 hours of graduate course credit can be in journalism, or in a single department other thanjournalism chosen by the student and approved by the graduate coordinator or or the Journalism GraduateFaculty Commi�ee, andA master’s thesis (6 semester hours).Students should also be aware of Graduate School requirements with regard to master's degrees.Requirements for the Five-Year Bachelor/Master of Arts Degree: In the Five-Year Bachelor/Master of Artsprogram, students can complete requirements for both the B.A. and the M.A. degrees in five years. Studentsapply for “condi)onal admission” to the program before the end of the first semester of their junior year.They may then take 6 to 12 hours of graduate coursework as undergraduates, to apply exclusively toward theM.A. degree. AKer receiving the B.A., they spend a fiKh year comple)ng the M.A.. Of the maximum 12hours of graduate courses, these students may count up to 6 hours of Journalism 5000-level courseworktoward both the B.A. and the M.A. degree.
