Requirements

Program Descrip�on:
The coursework for the M.Ed. in Special Educa�on program prepares teachers to work with students with
disabili�es from kindergarten through grade 12 by building competencies and knowledge expected within the
field of Special Educa�on. Two special educa�on licensure op�ons are available: a M.Ed. leading to ini�al
license and a M.Ed. leading to endorsement.  The M.Ed. in Special Educa�on is an on-line program, allowing
students the opportunity to pursue educa�onal goals at a �me and place that fits their individual schedules.
The prac�cum courses take place in public schools across the United States.
Special Educa�on graduate cer�ficates (e.g., ABA, Au�sm Spectrum Disorders) and other Arkansas
Department of Educa�on endorsements (e.g., Gi�ed, Dyslexia, Educa�onal Examiner, Resource Room, Special
Educa�on) offered by the special educa�on program can be embedded into the Special Educa�on master's
degree program. The College of Educa�on and Health Professions provides the coursework needed for
successful teacher candidates to submit a request for the special educa�on license or endorsement from the
Arkansas Department of Educa�on. Prospec�ve students not residing in Arkansas must check their own
state’s requirements and reciprocity agreements. Na�onally recognized faculty provide the instruc�on for the
program.

Admission Requirements for the Master of Educa�on in Special Educa�on:
A bachelor's degree from an accredited ins�tu�on of higher educa�on.  For prospec�ve students with a
bachelor's degree in a field outside educa�on the M.Ed. with ini�al license is necessary. For those students
with bachelor's degree in educa�on (e.g., early childhood educa�on, secondary educa�on) the M.Ed. with
endorsement is appropriate.
A minimum 3.0 cumula�ve grade point average (GPA) during the last 60 hours of undergraduate work

1. MEd leading to ini�al license:
 - This change will allow a more focused curriculum on designing curriculum and

evidence-based instruc�on across core instruc�onal areas with an emphasis on
core subjects (e.g., reading, wri�ng, mathema�cs, science, social studies). Issues
related to health will con�nue to be covered in courses such as Students with
Severe Disabili�es and the proposed Teaching Students with Au�sm Spectrum
Disorder. The field experiences for SPED 5673 will include those already approved
under SPED 5673. 

 - Given the prevalence of au�sm spectrum disorder among school age children, as
well as the con�nuing poor outcomes of adults with au�sm this course covers
characteris�cs of au�sm, evidence-based instruc�onal prac�ces specific to au�sm,
and predictors for posi�ve transi�on outcomes to support future special
educa�on teachers who are likely to encourage children and youth on the
spectrum. 

 2. Students in the MEd with endorsement track will have already completed a
licensure program in educa�on (e.g., childhood educa�on, secondary educa�on)
that would have exposed them to curriculum design. Students who understand
the principles of research are that much more prepared to iden�fy and use
evidence based prac�ces. To expand student competencies related to
understanding, cri�quing, and applying research methods we propose that MEd
with endorsement students have deepen exposure to research methods courses.

 -. SPED 6873 specifically will allow students to expand their understanding of
research to single subject design which is a common, rigorous research design in
special educa�on and applicable to strategies used in classrooms to assess and
measure student progress.

 - This course, SPED 5883 Research in Inclusive Educa�on, exposes students to case
study research in educa�on in order to understand research u�lizing this
methodology and applying the principles of case study research to their work with
individual students with disabili�es.
