ENGL 5213 Porƞolio Workshop (and successfully present a porƞolio for the final project) or six thesis hours
(and successfully defend a thesis for the final project)
The candidate's porƞolio or thesis, which will be used to fulfill the comprehensive exam requirement for the
degree, is evaluated by faculty commiƩee and scored Pass/Fail.

Graduate Student Appeal Process:  Any M.A. student who is noƟfied that he or she is being dismissed from
the graduate program due to inadequate progress toward his or her degree has the right to appeal such a
decision.

The student may contact the Director of Graduate Studies to determine whether the student can take further
steps to avoid being dismissed from the program.
If the Director of Graduate Studies advises the student that the student can take no further steps to remain in
the program, the student may appeal this decision to the Department Chair.
If the Department Chair advises the student that the student can take no further steps to remain in the
program, the student may appeal this decision to the Academic Appeals CommiƩee of the Graduate Council
through the graduate student academic grievance process.
If the Graduate Council advises the student that the student can take no further steps to remain in the
program, the student will be dismissed from the program.
Students should also be aware of Graduate School requirements with regard to master's degrees.
