Conditional Admission to the Pre-Licensure B.S.N. Program

Students interested in nursing will be admitted to the University of Arkansas as pre-nursing majors. Admission to
the Eleanor Mann School of Nursing requires an application in addition to the application to the University of
Arkansas. In line with initiatives of the university and the College of Education and Health Professions, as well as
