Higher Education Commission Members:

In response to your letter of October 23, 2023, the University of Arkansas is requesting closure
of the University of Arkansas’ additional location at 5750 Essex Street, Millington, Tennessee.
We have taught courses serving our graduate certificate and master’s program in Operations
Management for several years and wish to officially terminate the in-person instruction operation
of the program at that location. We responded to the Commission’s specific questions below.

1. Confirmation that the institution is no longer offering instruction at the authorized
location.

The University of Arkansas confirms that we no longer wish to offer in-person instruction at this
location in Millington, Tennessee.

2. Last date that the institution enrolled a student.

The University maintained in-person instruction through March 2020. In March 2020, our in-
person operations ceased due to the COVID-19 pandemic. While we initially intended to, we
have not returned to in-person operations at this location since March 2020 due to a variety of
factors what will limit our ability to continue instruction at this location including continued
construction at the location making it inaccessible for instruction and continued lack of access to
the location for non-military affiliated students that have not changed since the end of the
COVID-19 pandemic.

3. A detailed teach-out plan that demonstrates that current educational obligations by the
institution will be met on behalf of presently enrolled students.

At the time in-person operations ceased, eight students were enrolled in in-person courses. Six
of the eight continued in online courses during the pandemic and graduated with either graduate
certificates or degrees by Spring 2021. One of the students continued as an online student
through Fall 2020 but chose to discontinue due to personal reasons. The remaining student, who
was pursuing a graduate certificate, chose to complete the Spring 2020 semester but discontinued
the program at the conclusion of that semester citing academic difficulty of the content. As of
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Spring 2021, all of the students who were enrolled for formerly in-person courses or programs at
the time in which we ceased in person courses have completed their degrees or left the
university.

4. Any documentation provided to The Higher Learning Commission that is related to the
closure of the institution.

The University communicated with our Higher Learning Commission liaison, Dr. Tom
Bordenkircher, about the closure of this location. He recommended that we make the location
inactive at this time in the Higher Learning Commission’s data management system while
proceeding with official closing of the location through the Tennessee Higher Education
Commission as well as the Board of Trustees of the University of Arkansas System and
Arkansas Division of Higher Education. After two years on the inactive list, the Higher
Learning Commission will automatically delete the location from their inventory.
