. Submit official transcripts reflecting a minimum 3.5 GPA on all previous graduate work.

. Submit official GRE scores indicating capacity for doctoral-level performance.

. Submit three letters of recommendation indicating capacity for advanced graduate study.

6. Submit an autobiographical sketch.
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7. Submit a role-play recording demonstrating counseling skills.
8. Top applicants will be invited for a formal interview with the counselor education faculty.
9. All applicants must be accepted by the Graduate School prior to consideration for admission into the Counseling

Program.

10. Complete applications are due September 15 for Spring admission and January 15 for Summer/Fall admission.

Additionally,
the changes in the core curriculum are in response to the merger of two accrediting
organizations - the Council on Rehabilitation Education (CORE) and the Council for Accreditation
of Counseling and Related Educational Programs (CACREP). The Plan of Merger Agreement was
signed on July 20, 2015. As a result of this merger, the Ph.D. in Counselor Education program is
expanding/revising its curriculum options to incorporate Rehabilitation (RHAB) courses.
