The Library recently received a
generous gi� of published materials on Chinese history and poli�cs and Asian history, poli�cs, and
government. The collec�on is currently being cataloged and specific �tles can be retrieved by searching as a
subject “Samuel Kupper.” Specialized indices, such as the Bibliography of Asian Studies augment more
general resources such as Proquest Direct, EBSCO Online, Lexis Nexis Academic and Proquest Digital
Disserta�ons. Many of the journals subscribed to by the Library are indexed in the Bibliography.

The East Asian history and poli�cs minor aims to provide students with the necessary tools to understand
and cri�cally engage China as a �me of its rapid ascendance in the interna�onal system. Program graduates
are expected to have a thorough understanding of the complex historical, cultural, economic, poli�cal, and
social contexts that shape China's behavior on the contemporary world stage. They will also learn to
appreciate their own posi�ons vis-a-vis the challenges faced by China in its rise to global prominence. It is
the ul�mate objec�ve of the program to provide students with the knowledge, background, and tools for
further academic study or for business and other professional careers related to China.

The minor has the following learning outcomes: 
 1. Students will demonstrate knowledge of East Asian history, culture, poli�cs, and society.

Crea�ng a new
minor

The growth of the AIST program jus�fies the need for the crea�on of a minor in East Asian
history and poli�cs with an emphasis on the humani�es and social sciences. Currently,
students of disciplinary majors are taking more and more courses focusing on China and
Japan. Developing such a minor will cater to the need of this group, both allowing them to
demonstrate their training in this field to future employers and increasing their
compe��veness in graduate schools. 

 Furthermore, currently the Asian Studies (AIST) program offers both a major and a minor in
Asian Studies. Both the AIST major and minor require students to demonstrate fluency in an
Asian language at the intermediate level. However, we increasingly have a growing number
of students who have taken a rela�vely large number of upper-level Asian Studies, in
par�cular East Asian history and poli�cs content courses during their junior and senior years
but are unable to obtain any creden�al for the coursework they have completed due to the
lack of necessary language prepara�on. The crea�on of a East Asian history and poli�cs
minor will help to remedy this situa�on and poten�ally help to increase enrollment in the
program by allowing us to accommodate students interested in the study of East Asia from
various academic backgrounds.
