1. All other performance concentra�on students take MUAP 110V and 210V for
3 credits per semester, so this makes our degree program more consistent and
matches the importance of Voice Lessons in this concentra�on to the credit
allotment.

  
2. Vocal Pedagogy is a increasingly a required part of Voice Performance
curricula. The course has been offered for several years at UA, but was not part
of the curriculum. Faculty felt this was should be a required class.

  
3. Previously, our voice performance program had among the highest language
requirements in the country. This was not in balance with the concentra�on's
other curricular needs. In addi�on, it had the poten�al to raise the number of
concentra�on credits beyond the state guidelines. The removal of requiring
that the languages be French, German, or Italian recognizes that other
languages also can be beneficial to a singer's educa�on.
