Admission Process for Ini�al Teacher Licensure
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Stage I: Enrollment

Sa�sfactory comple�on of this form does not guarantee admission to the student teaching
semester or the Masters of Arts in Teaching (M.A.T.) degree program or other teacher educa�on programs. 

Stage III: Program Admission

The following minimum criteria are necessary to be eligible for considera�on for admission to a teacher
educa�on program: 
Meet all requirements in stages I and II.
Consult with faculty adviser for addi�onal requirements set by the chosen program.

Ini�al Licensure

Students who have completed the stages listed above must obtain a licensure packet from the Teacher
Cer�fica�on Officer, 338 Graduate Educa�on Building, prior to entering internship/student teaching. A
mandatory mee�ng is held each semester before star�ng either an internship or a student teaching experience.
Students should always consult the Teacher Cer�fica�on Officer or adviser regarding licensure requirement
changes. Students will not be licensed to teach in Arkansas un�l they have met all requirements for licensure as
set forth by the Arkansas Department of Educa�on.

College Honor Roll

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At the close of each semester, the college recognizes students who qualify for the Honor Roll.  Students must
carry a minimum of 12 semester hours to be eligible for the Honor Roll and obtain a minimum term GPA of 3.75.

Gradua�on with Dis�nc�on

Gradua�on with Dis�nc�on will be conferred to College of Educa�on and Health Professions students (who are
not par�cipa�ng in the college “Honors Program”) based upon their University of Arkansas cumula�ve grade-
point average at the �me of gradua�on. To earn this dis�nc�on, a student must have completed at least one-
half of the course work required for his or her degree at the University of Arkansas, Faye�eville. The gradua�on
with dis�nc�on designa�on will be assigned as follows:
For highest dis�nc�on, the student must have a minimum cumula�ve grade point average of 3.95. 3.95 and rank
in the top 10 percent of the gradua�ng class.
For high dis�nc�on, the student must have a minimum cumula�ve grade point average of 3.80. 3.75 and rank in
the top 10 percent of the gradua�ng class.
Degree Requirements

Minimum Requirements for the B.S.E. or B.S. or B.S.N. Degree

The candidates for a baccalaureate degree from the college must meet university requirements, which specify at
least 120 semester hours of work with a grade-point average of at least 2.00 on all work a�empted in the
university. Students exemp�ng any course must s�ll meet the 120-hour gradua�on requirement and should
consult their adviser for specific program requirements. Exemp�on of courses does not result in credit earned.
The students must comply with the prescrip�ons and restric�ons listed below and under General Studies and
must complete the requirements in one or more of the approved degree programs.
Students must also meet all other university requirements for gradua�on, including the University Core
requirements. Students are required to have a pre-gradua�on check at least one semester prior to the
gradua�on term. Students who complete the pre-gradua�on check and meet all university and College of
Educa�on and Health Professions requirements may apply for gradua�on under the guidelines detailed on the
Gradua�on Requirements page. All course work, university requirements, and college requirements must be
completed by the deadline for the term in which applied. Students not gradua�ng in spring, but wishing to
par�cipate in the spring commencement ceremony, must apply for gradua�on by the established priority
deadline for the spring term.
