ETEC 5303-CIED 5363 is a newer course to the
program which was designed to focus upon
technology integraƟon in the K-12 seƫng. As the
course has evolved the content in ETEC 5303 and
CIED 6363 overlap in many places, so eliminaƟng
ETEC 5303 addresses this repeƟƟve content
issue.

ADLL 5183 was listed as an elecƟve in the
program but is being replaced as ETEC 5253
which has not been offered in several years. The
course is being rebuilt to be offered by the
program annually.

These program changes are also warrented to
addresss staffing changes in the department and
recent historical enrollment trends to ensure
effecƟve resource management.
