Requirements

Applica�on Prerequisites to Degree Program (with a BA): Program: 
All prospec�ve students are evaluated by the Graduate Studies Commi�ee of the Department of History and are
judged on a case-by-case basis, looking at a variety of factors including GPA, GRE scores, le�ers of
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recommenda�on, statement of purpose, and the appropriateness of our current faculty and other resources to
student interests.
Graduate work at the master’s level presupposes an undergraduate major in history of approximately 30
semester hours, although the Graduate Studies Commi�ee will consider outstanding applicants with
undergraduate degrees in related disciplines.  In the past, strong applicants have presented at least an
overall cumula�ve undergraduate grade point average of 3.0 or a grade point average of 3.25 in the last 60
hours of undergraduate work , a verbal score in the sixty-fi�h percen�le on the Graduate Record Examina�on
(GRE) and an Analy�cal Wri�ng score of 4.0 on the Graduate Record Examina�on (GRE). Students who present a
minimum of 30 hours in history may be admi�ed without deficiency. Students who present between 18 and 30
hours of history may be admi�ed with or without deficiency, subject to the determina�on of the Graduate
Studies Commi�ee. Students who present less than 18 hours of history may not be admi�ed without deficiency.
The Graduate Studies Commi�ee will determine the nature of the deficiency requirements.
Applicants to the M.A. program in History must apply through the Graduate School. Students must submit a
statement of purpose describing their goals in graduate study, a departmental applica�on, a resume or CV, a
wri�ng sample, and three le�ers of recommenda�on. Master’s applica�ons are due February 1 each year.

Applica�on to Degree Program (4+1 Program):
Requirements for the Master of ArtsDegree:Applicants to Students seeking the MA program under the 4+1
Program Master of Arts degree must be a University Arkansas undergraduate pursuing a bachelor's degree, be
in complete at least their junior year, 30 hours of history at the 5000-level and must have a cumula�ve GPA of
at least 3.25. above.
All prospec�ve students who apply through the 4+1 program are evaluated by the Graduate Studies
Commi�ee of the Department of History and are judged on a case-by-case basis, looking at a variety of factors
including GPA, le�ers of recommenda�on, statement of purpose, and the appropriateness of our current
faculty and other resources to student interests.  GRE Scores are not required to apply to MA program
through the 4+1 program.
4+1 students may take up to 12 hours of graduate coursework (5000-level or above) in their last two
semesters (senior year) that will be counted toward both their B.A. and M.A. degrees.   Upon comple�on
Requirements for the Master of the B.A. Arts Degree: degree, those students who have at least a 3.0 GPA in
HIST graduate courses will be admi�ed to the Graduate School and eligible to complete the M.A. program.

Requirements for the Master of Arts Degree (Non-Thesis Op�on): Students seeking the Master of Arts degree
through the non-thesis op�on must complete at least 30 hours of history at the 5000-level and above.  These
should include:
HIST 7023 Historical Methods 3
HIST 7123 Research Seminar in History 3
7000-level seminar courses (either reading or research) 12
At least 12 hours of history at the 5000-level and above 12
Total Hours 30
Only three hours of independent study may be counted towards the degree. HIST 7043 Historiography can be
subs�tuted as a reading seminar to par�ally fulfill the seminar requirement. At least 9 of the 21 hours of
seminars and elec�ves must be in areas outside of the main field of specializa�on.   Students must maintain a
minimum 3.0 GPA in all course work for the M.A. specializa�on. Master’s candidates must complete and
sa�sfactorily defend a master’s thesis in history as judged by a panel of departmentalfaculty.Students must
maintain a minimum 3.0 GPA in all course work for theM.A.degree.
Master’s candidates pursuing the thesis op�on must complete and sa�sfactorily defend a master’s thesis in
history as judged by a panel of departmental faculty.   Master's candidates pursuing the non-thesis op�on,
upon comple�on of 30 hours of coursework, must pass an oral comprehensive examina�on in their primary
area of study as well as research methods, including a defense of an originally researched ar�cle length essay
as administered by the Masters Advisory Commi�ee.
Students should also be aware of Graduate School requirements with regard to master's degrees.

The History Department has a very strong research agenda among its faculty. Since 2005, faculty have
produced 44 books, mee�ng or exceeding the produc�vity of facul�es at our peer ins�tu�ons na�onally.
This ac�ve research agenda has been supported by numerous outside grants and fellowships as well as
internal awards from the department, college, and university. 

The Department’s primary goal with the MA program over the next five years is to con�nue to cul�vate a
strong research culture among its graduate students, especially in the MA program where students are
working towards crea�ng and defending an individual MA thesis. The department has begun using
programing from Karen Kelsky’s The Professor is In (an author and frequent Chronicle contributor) to
encourage them to work towards publishing at least one ar�cle or book chapter before they complete their
studies.

1) The Dept. of History proposes to create a non-thesis
op�on to complete the MA degree in History. This non-
thesis op�on would require three addi�onal hours of
7000-level seminar (versus the thesis op�on) and an oral
comprehensive examina�on in the candidate's primary
area of study, research methods, and a defense of an
originally researched ar�cle length essay administered by
the Masters Advisory Commi�ee.

2) The Dept. of History proposes to introduce a 4+1
program, where undergraduate students can take up to 12
hours of graduate courses and use them to fulfill the

1) The majority of MA students in HIST do not
con�nue onto the PhD in HIST, therefore this
alternate pathway will allow them to
successfully complete the program at a faster
rate as well as make the MA more relevant for
their chosen career path. The vast majority of
peer ins�tu�ons have a non-thesis op�on
including Alabama, Florida, Iowa State, Kansas,
Kentucky, LSU, Mississippi, Mississippi State,
Missouri, Nebraska, Oklahoma, Tennessee,
Texas A&M, and Vanderbilt.

Descrip�on of specific change Jus�fica�on for this changerequirements of both the BA and the MA. These students
would apply to the department and be admi�ed to the
4+1 program using the same metrics as the normal
admission process, though they would not have to take
the GRE and must produce a cumula�ve GPA of at least
3.25 (versus 3.0 in the normal admission process). Upon
comple�on of the BA degree and the achievement of at
least a 3.0 in their graduate courses, they would be
admi�ed to the Graduate School and complete their MA
program.

2) The Dept. recognizes that many high
achieving undergraduate students go elsewhere
for their graduate degrees--this program will
enable the department to a�ract and retain
these undergraduates at UA and produce a
pipeline to the MA program. This program is
modeled off of other 4+1 programs in
Journalism and Industrial Engineering. This type
of program also exists at peer ins�tu�ons
including Alabama, Florida, Georgia, Mississippi
State, Missouri, Texas A&M, and Vanderbilt.
Other ins�tu�ons the department looked at for
their 4+1 programs include Maine, NYU,
Cincinna�, Brown, Virginia, Yale, Tulane,
Binghamton, and Arizona State. 

In terms of minimum GPA required to be
considered for admission, there is a wide range
of requirements from other peer very high
research ac�vity ins�tu�ons. These range from
"no requirement" (Virginia), to a 3.0
(Binghamton, for example), to a 3.25 (Florida,
for example), a 3.3 (Arizona State, Tulane, and
Cincinna�, for example),to a 3.5 (Georgia and
Vanderbilt). The History Dept. is proposing to
follow a lower minimum GPA than other UA
programs (many are 3.5) and adopt the model
several of these other R1 ins�tu�ons have done
and set our minimum at 3.25. This is also the
cutoff for the top third of our undergraduate
popula�on.
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
