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and standards found in program handbooks. Viola�on of these principles may result in proba�on, suspension,
or dismissal of the internship as described:

1.      Any incident of ethical misconduct or concern will be documented by the faculty
member(s), discussed directly with the student and their mentor, and referred to the program’s
coordinator or supervising faculty.  It may also be reported to the Teacher Candidate Professional
Review Commi�ee.  
2.      The Teacher Candidate Professional Review Commi�ee evaluates the concerns and
recommends a course of ac�on, which may range from a zero score on the academic and/or
internship work, a failing grade for the course, proba�on, up to dismissal from a teacher
educa�on program.  
3.      Any candidate may be suspended by a Teacher Educa�on Program Coordinator for extreme,
unforeseen circumstances such as endangerment of students or others, disrup�on of schools or
classes, felonious behaviors, or ethical viola�ons (i.e. Arkansas Code of Ethics, Code of Student
Life). Such suspensions will be referred to the Teacher Candidate Professional Review Commi�ee
for review and may become permanent.

The Program Coordinator, in consulta�on with the Teacher Educa�on Professional Review Commi�ee and the
Dean's Office for Academic and Student Affairs in the College of Educa�on and Health Professions, has the
authority and responsibility to dismiss a student from the teacher educa�on program for unethical or
unprofessional behavior and/or not recommend the student for licensure.

2. Skillful in Prac�ce: Candidates will be skillful in the pedagogy required to be an effec�ve pre-service
educator as demonstrated through planning, implemen�ng, and modeling best prac�ces including best
technology prac�ces.
3. Suppor�ve in Developing the Whole Student: Candidates will create a caring learning environment for all
students. This will include being caring, suppor�ve, and responsive to the diverse backgrounds students
bring to the classroom and school. The ability to communicate and collaborate with groups of colleagues
and others who contribute to the student’s educa�on such as families and communi�es is also essen�al. 
4. Professional in Ac�ons: Candidates will inquire and seek to improve their prac�ce through par�cipa�on in
professional communi�es. This involves staying current with educa�onal research and working with
appropriate professional organiza�ons to be�er their profession. The candidates will demonstrate ethical
behavior in all aspects of their mul�-faceted career.
