First-Time Probation Students
Fulbright College Honors Program students must maintain a minimum 3.50 cumulative grade point average. Should
a student’s grade point average fall below 3.50, the student is placed on probation for the following semester.
During this probationary period, the student retains the privilege of membership in the Honors College and the
Fulbright College Honors Program. If at the end of the probationary semester, the student’s cumulative grade point
average is higher than 3.50, the student is removed from probation. If at the end of the probationary semester the
student’s cumulative grade point average remains below 3.50, the student is removed from the Honors College and
the Fulbright College Honors Program.

Below 3.00 Cumulative GPA

Students must meet the requirements for honors capstone project development set by the department or
academic unit representing the primary discipline or field in which they are completing their project.
Honors capstone projects must include a written reflection that explains how the project integrates the student's
learning in the honors program, the student's major, or in a combination of the student's degree/certificate
programs.
Students must prepare honors capstone projects by meeting all prescribed milestones designated by the Fulbright
College Honors Program, including a written proposal for the project submitted at least one year before anticipated
completion and approved by both the project’s faculty director and the Fulbright College Honors Program.
Completed Honors capstone projects must undergo a formal review and/or defense before a committee of qualified
faculty and representatives from the Fulbright College Honors Council and then must receive certification from the
committee to meet the requirements of an Honors diploma.

Fulbright College Honors Program Graduation Levels

The bachelor’s degree cum laude (with honors) is conferred to students who successfully completed the
requirements stated above.  Students who demonstrate exceptional academic performance through their
cumulative grade point average and the aggregate score on the honors capstone project may be awarded the
bachelor’s degree magna cum laude (with high honors) or summa cum laude (with highest honors).

1. Updates to admissions requirements for continuing and
transfer students

2a. Removal of departmental honors option.

2b. Removal of different College Honors options based on
type of degree (i.e. BS, BA, BFA). This is a total revamp of the
college honors program to allow for just one Honors option
for all ARSC students.

3. Expanding options for honors capstones to include
multiple non-thesis options

1. Increases admissions for GPA for current
students in order to align more closely ARSC
standards with new admission requirements for
incoming students enacted by the Honors
College.

2. There will now be just one honors program for
all ARSC students. This simplifies program
management and advising for students who
might be exploring different degrees.

3. This change allows for a wider variety of
options for students. It better reflects the varied
nature of research across disciplines.
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
